INSTRUCTIONS FOR RECORD OF FEDERAL RESTRICTED USE PESTICIDE APPLICATION FOR PRIVATE APPLICATORS.

A. Fill in applicable year. Maintain this record for two (2) years following the date of the last application.

B. Record the certified applicator's name and certification number, if applicable (some states do not assign numbers). If the application was made by someone who is not certified, then record the name and number of the certified applicator who supervised the application.

Instruction 1: DATE COLMN - Enter the month, day, and year of the application. This must be recorded within 30 days of the application and retained for two (2) years.

Instruction 2: LOCATION OR TRACT/FIELD COLUMN - Record the location of the application, not the address of the farm or business. The goal is to be able to identify the exact area of application two years later if requested. The law allows any of the following designations: 1. County/RangeTownship/Section,2. Maps or Written Descriptions, 3. A USDA Identification System such as those used by the Farm Services Agency (FSA) or the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) which involves maps and a numbering system to identify field locations, or 4. Legal Property Description.

Instruction 3: PESTICIDE NAME & REGISTRATION NUMBER - Record the brand or product name of the Federal restricted-use pesticide and its EP A registration number.

Instruction 4: TOTAL AMOUNT APPLIED - Record the total quantity of the product used, not the quantity after water or other substances were added. Amount does not refer to percent of active ingredient. Use the pesticide label for reference and record the amount in similar language. For example, if the label states the pesticide is to be measured in pints or ounces, then record the amount in that measurement.

Instruction 5: SIZE OF AREA TREATED - Record in the unit of measure, such as acre, linear feet, bushels, cubic feet, number of animals, etc., which is normally expressed on the label in reference to the application being made. For example, if an 80 acre grove is treated using the alternate middle approach, the entire 80 acres would be recorded as the size of area treated.

Instruction 6: CROP, COMMODITY, STORED PRODUCT OR SITE - Refer to pesticide label for guidance to record this information.

Instruction 7: SPOT TREATMENT - If you apply restricted use pesticides on the same day in a total area of less than 1/10 of an acre, your are required to record information addressing B, and Instruction 1,3 & 4. You may then enter "spot treatment" in the column described in instruction 2 or enter a "X" in this column.
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
