


Florida RMS Planning Tool Instructions

Introduction:

This tool (Excel Spreadsheet) is designed to assist the planner by identifying conservation practices that have substantial positive effect on decreasing resource problems and lists potential negative effects of those practices. The spreadsheet has several parts (worksheets – tabs at the bottom of the screen) and includes:

1. Recommended Practices – In this worksheet identify the planner, location, and add comments. Place an “x” in the row next to the land use and press Enter key. Place an “x” in the row next to one or more Resource Problems and press the Enter key. After entering the last “x”, press the Enter key, then press the “Recommended Practices” button. The program will recommend all the practices that will “solve” the identified resource problems. Place an “x” next to the practices to be included in planning, press the Enter key and then press the “Sort Practices” button. The practices you selected will appear at the top of the list. Press the “Results” button to produce the report in the “Results” tab. Press the “Run New Analysis” button will clear all of the previous selections and allow the planner to select other land uses and resource concerns. Press “Print Report” button will print the input information and the results.

2. Results – Information from the Recommended Practices tab is entered on this RMSOW (RMS Options Worksheet). The “Format Matrix” button will allow the planner to edit the matrix to match on-site effects and conditions. The “Print” button will allow the results to be printed. The “Return to Analysis” button will return the planner to the Recommended Practices tab.

3. CPPE – Conservation Practice Physical Effects. Effects information is based on data contained in a hidden Florida CPPE worksheet.

4. Problem Definitions – Contains the SWAPA + E (Soil, Water, Air, Plants, Animals + Energy) resource concern definitions.

5. Practice Descriptions – Contains the name, code number, and description of the Florida List of Conservation Practices.

6. Alternative Summary – Press “Copy Results” button will copy the results from the results tab and then it can be pasted in this worksheet.
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
