· Harvest @ 20 years, 15 earlier than benchmark.  Yield estimated @ 8/cords/acre loblolly pine and 2/cords/acre oak.

· Harvest @ 25 years, 15 earlier than benchmark.  Yield estimated @ 8/cords/acre loblolly pine and 2/cords/acre oak.

· Harvest @ 30 years, 15 earlier than benchmark.  Yield estimated @ 2,000 BF/acre loblolly pine and 4/cords/acre oak.

· Harvest @ 30 years, 15 earlier than benchmark.  Yield estimated @ 13,250 BF/acre loblolly pine and 4/cords/acre oak.
