	Comments:
(1) Time stream discounted to net present value @ 10% over 15 years equals $19.15.

(2) Time stream discounted to net present value @ 10% over 20 years equals $28.24.

(3) Time stream discounted to net present value @ 10% over 25 years equals $17.54.
(4) Time stream discounted to net present value @ 10% over 30 years equals $17.19.

(5) Time stream discounted to net present value @ 10% over 35 years equals $59.87.

(6) Total value of Option – Benchmark = $141.99 - $12.10 or $129.89 increase per acre.

(7) Seeding cost per acre = $4.17.  Capitalized over 4 years @ 10% = $1.31/acre.
