	Comments:

(1) Cattle increase derived from difference of:  alternative-benchmark from formula where (# of cows) x (% calf crop) x (weaning weight).  So, (29 x 77% x 335) - (75 x 90% x 390) = 19,450.

(2) Fencing cost $1,250 or $12.50/acre, 20 year life.  Annualized costs at 10%, 20 years ~ $1,250 x .1175 = $146.87 or $1.47/acre.

(3) Annual Fencing O&M estimated as 2.5% of installation cost ~ ($1,250 x 2.5%) = $31.25 or $0.31/acre.
(4) Trough cost $100 or $1/acre, 25 year life.  Annualized costs at 10%, 25 years ~ $100 x .1102 or $0.11/acre.

(5) Annual trough O&M estimated as 2.5% of installation cost ~ $100 x 2.5% = $2.50 or $0.02/acre.

(6) Seeding cost $1,500 or $15/acre, 4-year life.  Annualized costs at 10%, 4 years ~ $1,500 x .315 = $472.50 or $4.37/acre.
