	Comments:

(1) Fencing:  2 miles installed for $4,800.  Life span equals 20 years.  Planning interest rate 10%.  Therefore, capitalization at 20 years, 10% equals factor of .117.  So, $4,800 * .117 = $561/year.

(2) Fencing O&M estimated at 5% of installed/annual cost or $28/year.

(3) Beef production benchmark @ 140 cows, weaning % @ .5 and weaning weight pounds @450. So, 140 *.5 * 450 = 31,500.

Option 1 @ 62 cows, weaning % @ .8 and weaning weight pounds @ 490.  So, 62 * .8* 490 = 24,304

(4) Beef production cost benchmark @ $0.45/lb.  So, .45 * 31,500 = $14,175.

Option 1 @ $0.45/lb. So, $0.45 * 24,304 = $9,722.
(5) Beef production sales benchmark @ $0.60/lb.  So, .60 * 31,500 = $18,900.

Option 1 @ $0.80/lb. So, $0.80 * 24,304 = $19,433.

(6) Well/trough/pump:  installed for $3,100.  Life span equals 25 years.  Planning interest rate 10%.  Therefore, capitalization at 20 years, 10% equals factor of .110.  So, $3,100 * .110 = $341/year.

(7) Well/trough/pump O&M estimated at 5% of installed/annual cost of $155/year.
