	Resource Setting:

Setting is 60 acres of pine and hardwood sapling-size forest.  Site index of 85 and a woodland ordination of 8A.  Slopes range from 5-12%.  Soils are highly erodible.  A small stream is present.
	Resource Problems Before Treatment:

Sheet and rill and gully erosion present.  No planned management practices.  History of destructive harvesting activities.  No forest road system.


	Benchmark (Present management system):  No specific management scheme or system.

	Actions - Present Management

(Effects of continuing the benchmark system)

	· Poor or no management system.

· Destructive harvesting practices.

	· Rill and gully erosion along skid trails estimated at 12 tons per acre of skid trail.
· Sheet and rill erosion on old log landings and distributed forest floor estimated at 6 tons per acre.

· Natural regeneration is adequate.

· High sedimentation and debris in stream.

· Wildlife is present but there is no management applied to enhance habitat.

· Next harvest, based on past activities, would be in approximately 50 years.

· Increase gully and land voiding.

· Decreased production potential.

· Yield in 50 years estimated at 2,800 BF of oaks and 9,500 BF of loblolly pine.  Total BF estimated at 12,300 BF.

· Net present value of 2,800 BF of oaks @ $100/Mbf and 9,500 BF of loblolly pine @ $129/Mbf due in 50 years at 10% would equal $112.10.
