Operation & Maintenance Requirements
Clearing and snagging was implemented to reduce risks to agricultural infrastructure by removing obstructions that hinder channel flow.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 20 years.  The life span of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out an operation and maintenance (O&M) program.  
You are required to perform inspections and O&M activities in order for this practice to achieve the intended function, benefits, and design life.  Items to inspect, operate, and maintain during the estimated design life of this practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

Area should be assessed after each major storm event for downed trees and debris accumulation.  Remove downed trees and debris accumulations that are causing bank erosion or channel capacity problems as soon as possible.
Promptly repair eroded areas.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Remove major silt and sediment accumulations in the channel cross-section as soon as practical, when the effects are causing significant bank erosion or channel capacity problems.
Re-establish vegetation cover immediately where scour erosion has removed established seeding.
Keep inlets to side drainage structures and channels open and armor if necessary.
Periodically inspect the area for signs of significant stream bank undermining or instability.
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
