Operation & Maintenance Requirements
This dust control from animal activity on open lot surfaces was designed and installed as to reduce or preventing the emissions of particulate matter.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 10 years.  The life span of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out an operation and maintenance (O&M) program.  
You are required to perform inspections and O&M activities in order for this practice to achieve the intended function, benefits, and design life.  Items to inspect, operate, and maintain during the estimated design life of this practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Maintain the dust control activity and equipment in a good condition, which includes removal of manure.
· Operate the system at the pressure, discharge rate, duration and frequency as designed, if water application is used.
· Check to make sure that all connections are watertight and all valves are working properly, if water application is used.
· Periodically check the sprinkler heads for wear, and replace with proper parts when defective or excessive wear is found, if water application is used.
· Promptly repair all leaks, by replacing gaskets broken pipes, or worn parts, if water application is used.
· Prevent surface ponding by grading to remove depressions.
· Maintain vigorous growth of desirable vegetative coverings, if applicable.  This includes reseeding, fertilization, and controlled application of herbicides when necessary.  Periodic mowing may also be needed to control height.
· Remove build-up of manure open lots, if applicable.  Record the date and amount of manure removal.  Document the application rate of manure and/or off-site removal such as date, amount, and name of recipient.
· If fences are installed, they shall be maintained to provide warning and/or prevent unauthorized human or livestock entry.
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
