Operation & Maintenance Requirements
[bookmark: _GoBack]The purpose of this practice is to convey irrigation water to where it can be distributed for use.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 20 years.  The life span of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out an operation and maintenance (O&M) program.  
You are required to perform inspections and O&M activities in order for this practice to achieve the intended function, benefits, and design life.  Items to inspect, operate, and maintain during the estimated design life of this practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
Add or delete bullets below as necessary to create a site specific O&M Plan.  This line does not print.
· Control growth of vegetation that reduces the capacity of earthen ditches.
· Control the siltation in ditches by diverting silt laden water or use a desilting facility prior to water entering the ditch.
· Maintain vegetative cover on all slopes and watercourses.
· Control undesirable vegetation on slopes, banks and in field ditches. 
· If livestock are present, the ditch shall be fenced, if possible, to prevent their entry.
· Remove all debris that hinders system operation.
· Maintain all associated structures in sound and functional condition.
· Immediately repair any vehicular or storm damage.
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
