Operation & Maintenance Requirements
This grassed waterway was designed and installed to prevent or solve an eroding area and to safely convey runoff from the drainage area.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 20 years.  The life span of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out an operation and maintenance (O&M) program.  
You are required to perform inspections and O&M activities in order for this practice to achieve the intended function, benefits, and design life.  Items to inspect, operate, and maintain during the estimated design life of this practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
Add or delete bullets below as necessary to create a site specific O&M Plan.  This line does not print.
· Protect vegetative area from concentrated flow and grazing until vegetation is fully established.
· Maintain vigorous growth of desirable vegetative coverings.  This includes reseeding, fertilization and controlled application of herbicides when necessary.  Periodic mowing is necessary to control vegetative height.
· Exclude livestock to minimize damage to vegetation whenever possible, especially during wet periods. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Remove all foreign debris in the waterway and structures that affects the design flow and system operation.
· Limit the traffic crossing the waterway, especially when wet and do not use as a roadway.
· Inspect the grassed waterway regularly and after heavy rains.  Immediately repair and re-vegetate any eroded areas and repair damaged structures.
· Immediately repair any vandalism or damage caused by machinery or livestock.
· Maintain all structures such as subsurface drains, rock riprap outlets, etc.
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
