CONSERVATION PRACTICE CONSTRUCTION specification
irrigation Water Management, CODE 449
A construction specification is not needed for this practice.  The following information will consist of obtaining information required to develop an irrigation water management (IWM) plan that will meet the requirement of conservation practice standard, Irrigation Water Management, Code 449.  Information requires will include, but not limited to, the following items.
· Landowner’s purpose(s) of irrigation water management.
· Irrigated area.
· Crop(s) to be irrigated.
· Depth of the managed crop root zone by crop growth stages.
· Type of irrigation system and irrigation efficiency.
· Map showing layout of irrigation system (main pipeline(s), ditches, etc.)
· Soil series and available water holding capacity.
· Seasonal or annual planned water application volume by crop.
· Management allowable depletion (MAD).
· Amount of irrigation - The amount of water required for each irrigation will be determined prior to application of irrigation water.
· Scheduling and timing of irrigation - The timing or scheduling of irrigation will meet the criteria for the purpose(s) of the irrigation application.
· Application of irrigation water - Water shall be applied at a rate in such a manner that it will not cause excessive soil erosion or undesirable water loss.
· Irrigation efficiency - The irrigation will be performed in a manner that will attain the maximum field irrigation efficiency for the soil type, slope, crop and method of irrigation. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Permits - The owner will be responsible to obtain all required permits for water use.  For newly installed irrigation systems, all required permits must be obtained prior to the start of irrigation. 
· Equipment and materials (i.e., tensiometers, soil moisture probes, etc.) installed for this practice shall be in conformance with manufacturer’s recommendations.
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
