CONSERVATION PRACTICE CONSTRUCTION specification
IRRIGATION LAND LEVELING, CODE 464
1. SCOPE 
This specification covers the all work necessary for the reshaping of the surface of land to be irrigated.  The work shall consist of furnishing all materials, labor, and equipment necessary for regarding or reshaping the surface or land in accordance with the construction plans and specifications. 
2. FOUNDATION PREPARATION
All crop residue, and all crop ridges and similar surface irregularities shall be removed by disking, harrowing or planning before the area is staked prior to regarding or reshaping the surface of the land.
3. SAFETY 
Landowners or operators, sponsoring organizations, and/or contractors shall be liable for damage to utilities and damage resulting from disruption of service caused by construction activities.
It is the responsibility of the installer to determine if there are buried or overhead utilities in the vicinity of the proposed work.  The installer is required to call Sunshine State One Call of (811) for utilities to be located prior to commencing construction.  They shall follow proper procedures to insure that the utilities are not jeopardized and that equipment operators and others will not be injured during construction operations.  They will conduct all work and operations in accordance with the proper safety codes for the types of construction being performed with due regard to the safety of all persons and property.
The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) makes no representation on the existence or non-existence of any utilities.  Absence of utilities on the drawings is not assurance that no utilities are present at the site.  
The owner, operator, contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construction being performed with due regards to the safety of all persons and property.
4. CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS
NRCS should be notified at least 72 hours before the start of construction operations.
Construction operations shall be carried out in such a manner and sequence that erosion and air and water contamination are minimized and held within legal limits. 
The owner, operator, contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construction being performed with due regards to the safety of all persons and property.
5. PERMITS
The owner will be responsible to obtain all required permits including a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit, if applicable.  All required permits must be obtained prior to the start of construction.  
6. CONSTRUCTION 
The completed grades shall be within 0.01 foot, plus or minus, of the grades shown on the plan at each grid corner and at all other points where measurements may be taken.  In addition, there shall be no reverse grades in the direction of irrigation, and there shall be no low places or pockets from which water will not drain.  Defer any problems encountered in meeting these requirements to the engineer.
After grading operations have been completed in a satisfactory manner, plane the surface of the field with no less than three passes of a land plane (or other equipment), if determined necessary by the engineer.  Make the first two passes of the plane diagonally with respect to the grid corners shown on the plan and at approximate right angles to each other.  Make the final pass in the direction of irrigation as shown on the plan.
Correct all deviations from the planned grades as staked in the area before the grading equipment is removed from the site.
7. POLLUTION CONTROL
Carry out construction operations in such a manner that erosion and air, water, and noise pollution will be minimized and held within legal limits as established by state or local regulations.
8. Drainage Structures
Leave placed grade stakes undisturbed until all grading operations are complete, at which time the completed grades, ditch sizes, and the installation of pipe lines, structures and other appurtenances shall be checked for compliance with the leveling plan.
9. WORKMANSHIP 
All construction shall be performed in a workmanlike manner, and the job site shall have a neat appearance when finished.
10. BASIS OF ACCEPTANCE 
The acceptability of this practice shall be determined by inspections to insure compliance with all the provisions of this specification and to the drawings.  
11. MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
[bookmark: _GoBack]Method 1.  For items of work for which specific unit prices are established in the contract, the quantity of irrigation land leveling is to the nearest 0.1 acre by measurement of the reshaped or regarded land surface as measured in the field.  Payment will be made for the total area reshaped or regraded.  Such payment will constitute full compensation for all materials, labor, and equipment necessary and all other items necessary and incidental to the completion of the work.
Method 2.  For items of work, for which specific lump sum prices are established in the contract, payment for irrigation land leveling will be made at the contract lump sum prices.  Such payment will constitute full compensation for all materials, labor, and equipment necessary and all other items necessary and incidental to completion of the work, including, except as otherwise specified, required excavation, dewatering and backfilling.
Use with Either Method.  Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment for the item of work to which it is made subsidiary.  Such items and the items to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 12.
12. ITEMS OF WORK AND CONSTRUCTION DETAILS
