· Inspect after significant storm events and at least annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.  Immediately repair any eroded areas and re-establish vegetative cover or erosion control measures.

· Perform maintenance when needed to ensure that surface irregularities are maintained at the degree of smoothness required and field drainage pattern.
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
