This water harvesting catchment was designed and installed to collect and store runoff from precipitation to provide for livestock, fish, wildlife, or other conservation purposes.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 20 years.  The life span of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out an operation and maintenance (O&M) program.  
You are required to perform inspections and O&M activities in order for this practice to achieve the intended function, benefits, and design life.  Items to inspect, operate, and maintain during the estimated design life of this practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Inspect and test valves, pumps, or other appurtenances.
· Maintain protection from erosion at outlets.
· Inspect for and removing debris, minerals, algae, and other materials that may restrict flow.

· Remove any debris that may accumulate in or immediately upstream of the basin.
· Control vegetation, wildlife, rodents, or burrowing animals from damaging apron.  
· Maintain all fences to prevent unauthorized human or livestock access.
· Eradicate or otherwise remove all rodents or burrowing animals and repair any damage caused by their activity.  (If threatened species are involved, follow policy on endangered or threatened species.)
· Inspect the catchment area for signs of ultraviolet degradation of flexible materials.
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
