OLD

Review all old materials within Section II, specifically Climate, Cultural Resources, T&E species information or lists, Forage, Forage Suitability Groups, Ecological Site Descriptions and other locally relevant Natural Resources Information. Each District Conservationist or Resource Conservationist should apply their best professional judgement to determine what of the materials from these Section II sub-sections are worthy of retention. For example, do they meet the test of being technically relevant, current, accurate and applicable to your area. 

If the materials in your existing FOTG sub-sections DO NOT meet this test, remove these materials and place them into a binder with a label ARCHIVE: FOTG Section II.
If the materials in your existing FOTG sub-sections DO meet this test, retain these materials in the appropriate sub-section. All materials retained shall be copied and forwarded with a cover memo to the State Resource Conservationist. These materials shall be scanned and formatted for inclusion in the E-FOTG.

Move any Climatic Data, Cultural Resources Information and the Threatened and Endangered Species list from Section I to Section II.

Soils and Site information for Section II is current and is found within your office’s “Official Soil Survey.” Retain, and maintain this “Official Soil Survey.”

1. NEW
2.  Print the Table of Contents for Section II from the CD issued with Technical Guide Notice Number 32 and insert into the front of the Section II binder.

3. Print and place the Directive Tabulation Sheet under a separate tab in the front of the Table of Contents. Complete the Directive Tabulation Sheet.

4. The use of plastic page protectors is the preferred method of filing and maintaining the Section II documents.

5. District Conservationists and the Resource Conservationist shall review all changes transmitted with this notice and share this information with all Field Office staff.
