	Restoration and Management of Rare or Declining Habitats (643) – Revised Standard, Specification and SOW
	Revised National practice standard adopted for use in the PI with minor changes.  The National practice standard was extensively edited for the purpose of improving understanding. The substantive aspects of the standard were essentially unchanged.

	Riparian Herbaceous Cover (390) – Revised Standard and SOW
	Revised National practice standard adopted for use in the PI with no changes.  The National practice standard was substantially revised.  The definition was been expanded. The purpose section was been edited and reformatted. The criteria section was been revised extensively and now contains a specific sub-section on terrestrial wildlife.

	Shallow Water Development and Management for Wildlife (646) – Revised Standard and SOW
	Revised National practice standard adopted for use in the PI with no changes.  The National practice standard was revised extensively to apply to the fullest array of wildlife species possible and on both agricultural and non-agricultural lands.

	Stream Habitat Improvement and Management (395) – Revised Standard and SOW
	Revised National practice standard adopted for use in the PI with no changes.  The National practice standard was changed in all sections.  The conditions where practice applies section was broadened to include a statement that captures additional components of stream habitats and identifies the “Stream Visual Assessment Protocol” as an evaluation tool to assess conditions.  Considerations were expanded to include fish barriers, fish screens, and geomorphic features of streams.

	Upland Wildlife Habitat Management (645) – Revised Standard, Specification, Jobsheet, Example Jobsheet, and SOW
	Revised National Standard adopted for use in the PI with minor changes.  The National Standard was extensively edited to improve understanding.  The substantive aspects of the standard are essentially unchanged.  Current HI and PB Spec, Jobsheet, Example Jobsheet, and SOW revised into PI documents.
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	Use Exclusion (472) – Revised Standard, Jobsheet and SOW
	Revised National practice standard adopted for use in the PI with minor changes.  Minor changes were made to the National practice standard.

	Wetland Creation (658) –
Revised Standard and SOW 
	Revised National Standard adopted for use in the PI with no changes.  The National Standard was revised to clarify that wetland creation is limited to cases where the site being addressed was historically non-wetland.  Current HI and PB SOW revised into PI document.  

	Wetland Enhancement (659) –
Revised Standard and SOW
	Revised National Standard adopted for use in the PI with no changes.  The National Standard was revised as follows: The definition has been modified to more accurately describe what the standard is to be used for and to help clear up confusion between the use of this standard and the “Wetland Restoration” standard.  

	Wetland Restoration (647) –
Revised Standard and SOW
	Revised National Standard adopted for use in the PI with no changes.  The National Standard was extensively edited, the definition has been modified to recognize both rehabilitation and reestablishment as restoration actions, and the criteria section has been revised to include microtopography reestablishment as a specific item.

	Wetland Wildlife Habitat Management (644) – Revised Standard, Specification, Jobsheet, Example Jobsheet, and SOW
	Revised National Standard adopted for use in the PI with minor changes.  The National Standard was revised to include more substantial criteria associated with habitat evaluation or appraisal needs to identify habitat-limiting factors.  Current HI and PB Spec, Jobsheet, Example Jobsheet, and SOW revised into PI documents.
