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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE ITEMS

Streams are dynamic and tend to move over time, often abrupt changes in alignment are due to fallen trees, snags or other debris in the channel.

This practice will require you to perform periodic operation to maintain satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program:

· Vegetation shall be maintained.  Weeds shall be controlled with approved herbicides or mechanical means.  Cutoff the top portion of leaning trees and remove or reposition and anchor along the toe of the bank.

· Remove fallen trees/snags that cause accelerated bank or channel scour or deposition that affects the safety of buildings or other structures.  All work shall be in accordance with applicable Federal, State and local Rules and Regulations.

· Remove all foreign debris that hinders system operation.

Provide for periodic inspections, especially following storms providing a 10-year frequency or greater runoff.
