i. Analyses of each canopy level, by specific woody plant or type, and plant compatibility within and between layers

iv. Conservation tree and shrub suitability group (if applicable)
v. Planned canopy cover by canopy story level
vi. Protective and maintenance measures for system to assure desired function including use exclusion methods and regeneration techniques
vii. Additional provisions, as required, to control soil erosion by surface water and to increase net carbon storage
2. Written plans and specifications including sketches and drawings shall be provided to the client

3. Documentation of needed operation and maintenance. 

4. Certification that the design meets practice standard criteria and comply with applicable laws and regulations. 

5. Design modifications during installation, as required.
