DESIGN
Deliverables:
1. Design documents that demonstrate criteria in NRCS practice standard have been met and are compatible with planned and applied practices.
a. Practice purpose(s) as identified in the conservation plan
b. List of required permits to be obtained by the client
c. Practice standard criteria-related computations and analyses to develop plans and specifications including but not limited to:
i. Determination of appropriate method, intensity and timing to establish tree density for establishing Silvopasture.
ii. Mitigation of erosion, runoff, soil compaction and soil displacement to acceptable levels
iii. Required establishment and management of forages for successful implementation.
iv. Written plans and specifications including sketches and drawings shall be provided to the client which adequately describe the requirements to install the practice and/or obtain necessary permits.
2. Documentation of needed operation and maintenance.
3. Certification that the design meets practice standard criteria and comply with applicable laws and regulations.
4. Design modifications during installation as required.
5. Idaho Addition: Designs that have been previously developed as part of the NRCS-Forest Management Plan process will be used “as is”, and no additional TechReg-TSP payments will be obligated for this phase of practice application.  However, where field conditions or other warranted considerations have changed to the extent that the design has to be modified, the design phase will be eligible for TSP assistance and payment.

INSTALLATION
Deliverables
1. Pre-application conference with client.
2. Verification that client has obtained required permits if required or documentation if no permit is required.
3. Staking and layout according to plans and specifications including applicable layout notes.
4. Application guidance as needed.
5. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client and original designer.
6. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during installation.
7. Certification that the application process and materials meet design and permit requirements.
8. Idaho Addition: Obtain all necessary signatures on the specification and/or job sheet. Forward the signed copies to the NRCS for contract documentation and administration.

2. Certification that the application meets NRCS standards and specifications and is in compliance with permits.
Idaho Addition:
a. Certification will be done on a copy of the site specific specification (or job sheet) with sufficient detail to determine the attributes and nature of the completed job as they relate to the design.  The certification will be signed by the TSP, electronically or by hard copy.
In addition, the certification will include necessary support documentation (for example, plot data detailing trees per acre of a completed thinning unit) which details and supports the finding that the practice either does or does not meet NRCS specifications.
3. Progress reporting.
