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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE ITEMS

A properly operated and maintained Fence is an asset to the farm.  This fence was designed and installed to protect water quality per the site specific design.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this installation can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require performance of periodic maintenance and operational items to maintain satisfactory performance.  A good operation and maintenance program includes:

· Inspection of fence after all storm events is necessary to ensure the continued proper function of the fence.
· Shall be maintained to prevent unauthorized human or livestock entry.

· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular, or livestock damage to any section of fence in a timely matter.
· Retain and properly discard all broken fencing material and hardware.  All necessary precautions should be taken to ensure the safety of construction and maintenance crews.

· Electric fences shall have grass growing underneath bottom wire trimmed/sprayed so that it does not create resistance.
