Forage Suitability Groups

Introduction:

Forage Suitability Groups-Forage Suitability Groups (FSG’s) are composed of one or more individual soil map units having similar potentials and limitations for forage production.  Soils within a forage production suitability group are sufficiently uniform to:

· Support the same adapted forage plants under the same management conditions

· Require similar conservation treatment and management to produce the forages selected in the quality and quantity desired

· Have comparable potential productivity

Forage suitability groups will be developed for Idaho upon completion of ecological site description development.
