Rangeland Ecological Site Descriptions-Ecological Site Descriptions (ESD’s) are technical descriptions prepared for ecological sites that present the features that characterize the site.  They address all of the resources of the site that are important for identifying, evaluating, planning, developing, managing and monitoring rangeland resources.  Development of Rangeland Ecological Site Descriptions for Idaho is to be completed in 2009.
Rangeland Ecological Site:  A distinctive kind of land with specific physical characteristics that differs from other kinds of land in its ability to produce a distinctive kind and amount of vegetation.
