Purpose:  To distribute a revised Threatened and Endangered Species List subsection to Section II of the electronic Field Office Technical Guide.   
Explanation: The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service has changed the way that official lists of species protected under the Endangered Species Act (ESA) and those proposed or candidates for listing are provided to federal agencies. The ESA requires a determination of the effects of projects NRCS funds on listed species. NRCS policy in General Manual Title 190, Part 410.22 additionally requires determinations of effects for candidate species and State and Tribal Species of Concern. Recent Quality Assurance Reviews in Idaho have generally revealed a lack of adequate documentation of the species considered and the effects determination for each.
