Erosion Prediction

This section contains information on predicting soil erosion rates in Idaho. The Revised Universal Soil-Loss Equation (RUSLE2), Surface Irrigation Soil Loss (SISL) and the Wind Erosion Equation (WEQ) are used to compute erosion rates. The erosion prediction models are empirical equations derived and tested by research. These models are used to estimate the rate that soil is moving on critical areas of the landscape and are used as guides in the choice of conservation practices that will control erosion.
