IDAHO TECHNICAL GUIDE NOTICE NUMBER 314 (AGRONOMY)
Purpose:  To distribute to NRCS field offices the 1985 Food Security Act Alternative Conservation System for the Idaho/Washington Agreement and the Implementation Procedure for the Idaho/Washington Coordinated Conservation Treatment Agreement.  The Idaho/ Washington Agreement had been in effect since the time the producer signed his or her Highly Erodible Plan to stay in compliance with the Food Security Act of 1985.  The Alternative Conservation Systems for the Idaho/Washington Agreement provides the two basic ways a producer can maintain compliance to the Food Security Act.  The Reference Document describes three steps to complete the Northern Idaho/Washington Agreement.
