Purpose:  To distribute Water Quality Technical Note 7 and notify field staff of revisions to Practice Standard 595
Effective Date:  Upon Receipt

Idaho Practice Standard 595 – Integrated Pest Management - was revised in July 2010 to reflect changes in the National standard. The revised standard requires evaluation of mitigating practices and techniques to minimize off-site transport of pesticides, and assigns a point value to each practice and technique. The standard requires that a total point value be reached to consider the risk properly mitigated. The greater the risk (hazard level), the greater the point value needed to mitigate the risk.
The Idaho Pest Management Worksheet has been revised to automate the calculation of points for practices and techniques, and advises planners when additional mitigation is required. 
Water Quality Technical Note 7 describes the WIN PST 3.1 screening tool used to evaluate pesticide risk to the environment, and provides guidance on using the Idaho Pest Management Worksheet (Excel spreadsheet) based on the revised Integrated Pest Management standard.
