Purpose:  		Notification of the updated pesticides database for WinPST 3.1

Effective Date:	Upon receipt

Explanation: 	The pesticide database used by the WinPST 3.1.20 program was updated in August 2013. It includes new pesticide active-ingredient updates based on the latest Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) product database.

The status line at the bottom of the WinPST 3.1.20 screen notifying users of new pesticide databases no longer works.


Instructions to Install the Updated Database:
You DO NOT need to be a computer administrator to update the WinPST pesticide data. 
Note that all pesticide settings (selected pesticides, application methods and application rates) will revert to original defaults when you install this update. The update will NOT affect your saved scenarios.

1. Save the attached file (stelprdb1166841.zip) to your C:\TEMP folder. 
2. Right click on the downloaded file, select OPEN WITH, > and choose WINZIP from the menu. WINZIP will open. Highlight the mdb file, and click on the UNZIP button.

3. Open WinPST 3.1. At the top of the screen, click on TOOLS, and then UPDATE PESTICIDES. The update screen will open. 
4. Click on the browse button to the right of the DATABASE input box, and browse to the extracted ACCESS database in C:\TEMP\STELPRDB1166841– it will be named WinPstUpdPest 8-2-13.mdb. Click OPEN. When the filename appears in the DATABASE input box, click  PROCEED. 
5. It will take less than a minute to update. When finished, the text box at the bottom will say “Update Pesticides process completed. OK.” Then click CLOSE.
