Purpose:  To provide guidance on where to obtain Edge of Field Water Quality Monitoring – Data Collection and Evaluation (Conservation Activity 201) and Edge of Field Water Quality Monitoring – System Installation (Conservation Activity 202).

Effective Date:  September 8, 2014

Explanation:  Technical guidance supporting edge-of-field water quality monitoring has been developed by NRCS.  This guidance, in part, was based on lessons learned during the implementation of Interim Conservation Practice Standard (CPS) Code 799, Monitoring and Evaluation.  Interim CPS Code 799 is no longer used for new EQIP contracts.  Technical guidance for edge-of-field water quality monitoring is now found in two different activities:

· Conservation Activity 201 – Edge-of-Field Water Quality Monitoring – Data Collection and Evaluation
· Conservation Activity 201 -  Edge-of-Field Water Quality Monitoring – System Installation

EQIP rules and policies state that supported practices must be approved in the State Field Office Technical Guide to be eligible for payment.  Idaho will be supporting these practices.
