d. The STIR for the planned system
e. The planned or applied soil conditioning index value 
f. Fuel usage for the benchmark and planned system where reducing energy use is an identified resource concern for which the practice will be applied.
2. Certification that the design meets practice standard criteria
3. Written plans will include IL Job Sheet 345 and RUSLE 2 printouts

1. Application guidance as needed
2. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client  and original designer
3. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during installation
4. Certification that the application process meets design requirements
