Soil Information

Soil information available from this eFOTG site is the official soil information for Illinois.  

Soil information in eFOTG can be accessed through the Web Soil Survey (WSS) link in each county folder.  The link is labeled “Soil Reports” (http://websoilsurvey.nrcs.usda.gov/app/HomePage.htm ).
To view or download soil data and reports for a specific county, click on the county name under  “Soil and Site Information” on the menu on the left side of the eFOTG page.
“Soil Reports” links to the WSS where reports can be selected, viewed and printed.  Download options can be accessed from this link also. 

Directions for obtaining tabular data reports similar to Soil Data Mart from Web Soil Survey (WSS).

Click on the Green Button “Start WSS” 

There are several ways to select data by location in WSS.  To get specific tabular data, click on the row on the left of the screen titled “Soil Survey Area”. 
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From the drop down menus, select state “Illinois” and the County.  Your choice list of available surveys for that county will come up and you will select the one you want by clicking on the small circle to the left of the county name.  (It will turn blue when selected).

From here, you have the 3 choices:

1. “Set AOI” (Area of interest) of the entire county.  This will allow you to use tabs at the top of WSS to produce interpretive maps based on the reports you select –this option also loads the soil map for viewing which is not available if you choose to select only the tabular data using “Select Map Units”.  

2. “Select Map Units” will bring up a list of map units for the entire county.  This option allows you to select one, some, or all map units and produce tabular reports similar to those that were available on the soil data mart.

3. “View” will zoom to the map of the county.
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Option 2 “Select Map Units”

After “Select Map Units” is pressed, a choice list appears that allows selection of some or all map units.  The tabs for “Soil Data Explorer” at the top of WSS and “Download Soils Data” are now active and you can run tabular reports on any or all soils.

If download of data and template is preferred, after starting WSS, the “Download Soils Data” tab is already active.  Selecting the row “Soil Survey Area (SSURGO) allows the navigation similar to county downloads in Soil Data Mart.
