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DESIGN

Deliverables:

1. Design documents that demonstrate criteria in the practice standard has been met and are compatible with planned and applied practices

a. Practice purpose(s) as identified in the conservation plan.
b. Related computations and analyses to develop plans and specifications including but not limited to:
i. Location of fields marked on the conservation plan’s Plan Map (or have individual maps)

ii. Soils mapped or noted
iii. Acres to be treated

iv. Seeding Recommendations

v. Species and percent of mixture

vi. PLS Seeding rate per acre and minimum %PLS
vii. Seeding date windows

viii. Type of seedbed condition, preparation, and methods
ix. Description of planting method, equipment, and depths
x. Weed control method, including pre- and post-herbicide recommendations (if any)

xi. Current Soil Test (within 4 years)

xii. Soil (N, P, K, and Lime) and seed (inoculants or treatment) amendments needed 
xiii. Variety, origin (US or Canada), and amount of each species to be planted

xiv. Instructions as needed for placing different seed types (i.e. fluffy, large, small, slick and dense) in suitable drill boxes

2. Written plans and specifications including sketches and drawings shall be provided to the client that adequately describes the requirements to install the practice
3. Completed Job Sheet (JS512) provided to the client that adequately identifies the requirements needed to apply the practice

4. Operation and maintenance plan

5. Certification that the design meets practice standard criteria
6. Design modifications during installation as required
INSTALLATION

Deliverables

1. Pre-application conference with client and contractor

2. Verification that client has obtained required permits

3. Staking and layout according to plans and specifications including applicable layout notes

4. Identify fields where practice is to be applied on a farm or ranch plan map
5. Actual materials used

6. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client and original designer

7. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during installation

8. Certification that the application process and materials meets design
CHECK OUT
Deliverables

1. Records of application 

a. Adequacy of seeding to include different species seeded in pounds per acre
b. Extent of acres applied
c. Final quantities of materials used
d. Seed tags and invoice with seed bag contents and origin (US or Canada), percent purity, and percent germination to determine pounds PLS seeded for each species and lot
e. Operation and planned maintenance
f. Pest Management (if needed for establishment)

g. Nutrient Management (refer to IL–512JS)
h. Soil Erosion Control if applicable
2. Certification that the application meets NRCS standards and specifications 

3. Exit conference with client
4. Progress reporting
