INDIANA FIELD OFFICE TECHNICAL GUIDE NOTICE IN-211

This notice transmits changes to the Indiana Field Office Technical Guide (FOTG) as described below. 

1. The following revised standard has been added to Section IV of the Field Office Technical Guide (FOTG) with the following significant changes.
a. 340 – Cover Crop (July 2012) 
Significant Changes: 
Condition where practice applies = removed language stating “Harvest for grain or forage is not a purpose of this practice standard.” and replaced with “Harvest for grain is not a purpose of this practice standard.”
Criteria = included language to clarify when cover crops can be mechanically harvested or grazed.
2. The following Job Sheets have been added to Section IV of the Field Office Technical Guide (FOTG).
a. 340 – Cover Crop – Nitrogen Management (July 2012) = new – to provide information on using cover crops to scavenge nutrients, particularly Nitrogen.

b. 472 – Access Control – Deferred Grazing (July 2012) = new – to provide information on the use of the Access Control standard to temporarily restrict grazing from areas to allow for plant rest/re-growth and wildlife cover.
