Permanently
installed fence built to (1) keep humans away from waste ponds & lagoons, (2) to protect sensitive areas (riparian areas, wetlands, springs,
etc.) from heavy livestock pressure, (3) to protect newly installed conservation practices where vulnerable to livestock damage. Heavy
grade fence materials and close post spacing required.

Before Situation:
Where a NRCS designed and constructed waste storage pond is planned whereby significant risk to human safety is determined to be
evident.
