Deliverables:

2. Written plans and specifications including sketches and drawings shall be provided to the client that adequately describes the requirements to install the practice and obtain necessary permits.  Plans and specifications shall be developed in accordance with the requirements of conservation practice standard Fence (Code 382).    

3. Identify fields where practice to be applied on a farm or ranch plan map

4. Operation and Maintenance Plan
5. Certification that the design meets practice standard criteria and comply with applicable laws and regulations (NEM Subpart A, 505.03 (a) (3)).
6. Design modifications during installation as required

1. Pre Installation conference with client and contractor

2. Verification that client has obtained required permits

3. Staking and layout according to plans and specifications including applicable layout notes

4. Installation inspection (according to inspection plan as appropriate).Actual materials used (Part 512, Subchapter D Quality Assurance Activities, 512.33)
a. Inspection records
5. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client and original designer.

6. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during installation.
7. Certification that the installation process and materials meets design and permit requirements
