The life of the practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.
This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The following are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.
Operation and Maintenance
1. Inspect tape, foam, or sealant periodically to check for degradation or damage.  Repair promptly if problems are found.  
2. Control vermin to prevent chewing or eating of sealing materials.
