A properly operated and maintained Lined Waterway or Outlet is an asset to your property.  This practice was designed and installed to provide for the safe disposal of runoff from other conservation practices or natural concentrations of flow without erosion or flooding damage.  The estimated life span of this practice is 10 years.  The life of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The following are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

Operation and Maintenance

1. [bookmark: Operation and Maintenance]Periodically inspect waterway for rills and gullies.  Immediately repair any damage.

2. Replace weathered or displaced rock riprap to its original grade.

3. Remove all debris that hinders system operation.

4. Limit livestock usage to periods and locations that permit grazing without damage.

5. Eradicate or otherwise remove all burrowing animals.  Immediately repair any damage caused by their activity.

6. Repair any damage to structures, vegetated areas adjacent to structures or any appurtenances.
