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These deliverables apply to this individual practice.  Additional criteria may be added by the planner, but none may be removed without consultation with the State Office.
DESIGN
Deliverables:
1. Practice purpose(s) as identified in the conservation plan
2. List of facilitating practices
3. Practice standard criteria-related inventories and analyses to construct and install Structures for Wildlife and specifications including but not limited to:
a. Resource inventories
b. Identification of deficient habitat that is to be addressed with the installation of practice 649.
c. Identification of targeted wildlife species in need of structures
4. Detailed implementation schedule, with life-needs of target and non-target species considered as well as seasonal site limitations related to access and construction
5. 649 job sheet or equivalent documentation that demonstrates: 
i. Practice standard criteria have been met 
ii. The number, location, spacing, grade, quantities, dimensions, materials and installation of new or modification of existing structures is specified or provided.
6. Operation and maintenance plan indicating structures need to be inspected, repaired, or maintained on an annual basis.
7. Potential permits that may need to be obtained by the client
8. Design approval signature and date by person with appropriate NRCS Job Approval Authority or appropriate TSP practice certification. 
9. Design modifications during installation as required.
INSTALLATION
Deliverables
1. Pre-application conference with client to review plan and requirements.
2. Review site selection and make changes to plan and job sheet as necessary. 
3. Review designs and materials to ensure they meet practice criteria and specifications.
4. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during implementation.
CHECK OUT
Deliverables
1. Records of installation.
a. Extent of  practice units (acres) applied 
b. Photo documentation of installation
c. All structures (e.g., nest boxes, brush piles) will have their location documented by GPS coordinates.  If certification is done by a Technical Service Provider (TSP), the TSP will be required to provide NRCS copies of the coordinates and coordinate system used.
2. Certification that the installation meets NRCS standards and specifications by a person with appropriate NRCS Job Approval Authority.
3. As applicable, deviations from design specifications “(a.k.a., “as-builts”) are recorded at checkout, with statement that standard is met.
