Management File Naming Conventions
File names must be descriptive and standardized so that all users can readily know from the name what the file contains.  WEPS has a problem reading non alpha-numeric characters.  Name cannot contain non alpha-numeric characters such as @#$%^&*()+-:”}]|\<>/.  Do not use periods or colons in the name. Use words or the alpha-numeric abbreviations contained in these instructions.

To accomplish this, use the following conventions for each part of the file name separated by comas and a space.

1. The first word is the name of the first crop.  The first letter is capitalized. All other letters and modifiers are lower case  ie.,  Corn,
2. The next part is any modifier to the crop name preceded by a coma and a space.  ie., Corn, grain,  Corn, silage, or Alfalfa, hay
3. Next is any secondary modifier such as maturity group, day length or yield level

ie., Corn, grain, 120day,  or Corn silage, 23ton,  or Soybeans, group III,
4. The tillage abbreviation is next. Abbreviate  the major type of tillage using the following as standard abbreviations:

CT – Conventional tillage

MT – Mulchtill

RT – Ridgetill

NT – No-till

ST – Strip-till

DS – Direct seeding

Example: Corn, grain, 120day, MT
5. Next is any modifier further explaining the tillage system

FP - fall plow

SP - spring plow

FD - Fall disk

SD - Spring disk

FC – fall chisel plow

SC – Spring chisel plow

FFC – Fall field cultivate
SFC – Spring field cultivate

6. Next are other modifiers describing row spacing, irrigation or other treatment.
NH3 – Anhydrous Amonia
Irr – irrigated
SDI – Subsurface Drip Irrigation
Spk – Sprinkler irrigation such as Pivot, Wheeline, Handline, or Solid set

Sur Irr – Surface irrigation such as furrow, level boarder , or graded boarder

NR – narrow row spacing
WR – Wide row spacing
30 in – 30 inch row spacing
7 in – 7 inch row spacing
4yrs – Number of year of that crop

3cut – Number of cuttings per year

Example: Corn, grain, 120day, MT, 30 in, NH3,

7. Next show the second and succeeding crops and crop tillage and treatment modifiers as described in steps 1 through 6, using a dash to separate the crop instead of a comma.
Example: Corn, grain, 120day, MT, 30 in, NH3-Soybeans, group II, NT, 15in,-Wheat, winter, MT, 7 in
