A properly operated and maintained Obstruction Removal is an asset to your property.  This obstruction removal was implemented to safely remove and dispose of unwanted obstructions in order to apply conservation practices or to facilitate the planned land use.  Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefit and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible for establishing and implementing an operation and maintenance programs.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 10 year lifespan of the practice include, but are not limited to the following:
General Operation and Maintenance
1. Immediately after construction, check periodically to ensure the site remains stable.  Seed and mulch disturbed areas as necessary.
2. Inspect after significant storm events and at least twice a year to identify repair and maintenance needs once site has been stabilized.  Promptly repair and re-vegetate bare spots and eroded areas.  Apply fertilizer and lime, as appropriate, to maintain vigorous vegetation.
3. When disposal of debris occurs on site, periodically check to ensure the disposal site remains stable.  
4. Eradicate or otherwise remove all rodents and/or burrowing animals that have or can potentially damage any part of the system.  Immediately repair any damage caused by their activity.
5. Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage.
Rock Removal for Wild Blueberry Field Operation and Maintenance
6. Inspect areas where rocks where removed after the wild blueberry plants are pruned, at the end of each cycle.
7. Fill areas where rocks were removed with additional soil material if settling has occurred.  Mulch disturbed areas to encourage the growth of wild blueberry plants and to suppress weeds.
8. If rocks were stockpiled onsite, ensure pile is stable.  It is the responsibility of the landowner to install safety measures such as signage or fencing to ensure the safety of the public.
