Food
Quantity and quality of feed are inadequate to meet the seasonal requirements of domesticated animals.
Quantity and quality of feed is adequate to maintain the health, growth, reproduction, & well being of the animal.

Cover or shelter
Cover and/or shelter is not provided for domesticated animals.
Cover and shelter is adequate to ensure the general health and well being of the animal.
Direct field observation, interview with client, and other sources of local and regional information.

Quantity and quality of drinking water
Water of required quantity and quality is inadequate for domesticated animals. 
Quantity and quality of water meets the daily drinking needs of livestock.
Direct field observation, interview with client, and Chapter 6: National Range and Pasture Handbook.

Habitat – Wildlife


Food
Food of required quantity and quality is inadequate for wildlife. 
1. When the primary land use is other than wildlife, the habitat criteria is 30% of the habitat potential based on approved habitat evaluation procedures.

2. When wildlife is the primary land use (wildlife land use) wildlife habitat quality levels is 75% of the habitat potential based on approved habitat evaluation procedures.
Direct field observation, interview with client and appropriate local guidance documents.

Cover & Space
Cover and space of required quantity and quality is inadequate for wildlife. 
1) When the primary land use is other than wildlife, the habitat criteria is 30% of the habitat potential based on approved habitat evaluation procedures. 

2) When wildlife is the primary land use (wildlife land use) wildlife habitat quality levels is 75% of the habitat potential based on approved habitat evaluation procedures.

Water
Water of required quantity and quality is inadequate for wildlife. 
1) When the primary land use is other than wildlife, the habitat criteria is 30 percent of the habitat potential based on approved habitat evaluation procedures.

2)  When wildlife is the primary land use (wildlife land use) wildlife habitat quality levels is 75 percent of the habitat potential based on approved habitat evaluation procedures.


Direct field observation, interview with client, and appropriate local guidance documents.

Resource Management – Domestic and Wildlife




Population/resource balance
Numbers and kinds of domestic animals have a negative feed and forage balance. Wildlife habitat and food requirements are not taken into account.
Numbers and kinds of domestic and wild animals do not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, interview with client, and Chapters 5 and 6 of the National Range and Pasture Handbook.

Animal health
Proper attention is not given to managing the health of domestic and wild animals.
A suitable domestic and wildlife habitat is provided for viable populations of animals of concern, that meets life cycle and reproductive requirements.
Direct field observation, client interview, and any existing local or Federal Wildlife Agency assessments.
