Adaptability
Plants are not adapted to the soil and climatic conditions of the site.
Plants are adapted to the soil, and climatic conditions of the area and do not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, client interview, soil survey, and other available information for the site.

Suitability
Plants are not suitable to the soil and climatic conditions of the site.
Plants are suitable for the intended use and do not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, client interview, soil survey, and other available information for the site.

Plant Condition - Productivity


Cropland Productivity
Managed plants do not produce yields, cover or habitat in the desired quantity, quality, or timeliness needed.
Production meets the producer’s objectives and does not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, client interview, soil survey, and other available information for the site.

Pastureland Productivity
Plants do not produce forage, cover, or habitat in the quantity, quality, or timeliness needed.
Production meets the producer’s objectives and does not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, client interview, soil survey, and other available information for the site.

Forestland Productivity
Plants do not produce forage, cover, or habitat in the quantity, quality, or timeliness needed.
Stand density for the desirable tree species is within 25 of normal stocking according to local guidance or other Pacific Basin State Resource Conservationist approved guidance.
Direct field observation, client interview, soil survey, and other available information for the site.

Health and vigor
Plants do not manufacture sufficient plant food to continue the growth cycle or to reproduce.
Plants are adapted and attain the expected growth potential for the site. 


Direct field observation, interview with client, soil survey and other available information for the site.



Plant Management


Establishment, growth, and harvest
Management inadequately provides for the needs of plant establishment, growth, and harvest.
Plants are managed for the intended use, and applied management does not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, interview with client, soil survey and other available information for the site.

Nutrients
The correct amount of plant nutrients are not available to meet plant needs.
Nutrients are applied at rates that meet the producer’s yield objectives and do not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, client interview and development of nutrient management plan (Pacific Basin standard, Nutrient Management (590))

Pests
Pests (undesirable brush, weeds, insects, diseases, and fungi) have a harmful effect on the plant species of concern and the manager's objectives.
Planned treatment is applied that controls target pests, and does not adversely affect the other resources.
Direct field observation, interview with client, and other available information for the site.
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
