
Pacific Basin FOTG- Section III-Quality Criteria (Guidance Documents)

Pacific Basin Area Guidance Documents by MLRA

A guidance document contains several alternative combinations of conservation practices and management measures that meet the quality criteria for solving resource concerns common to each land use in a specific island or location. In developing an RMS guidance document, consider the effects that practices and management measures have on soil, water, air, plant and animal resources in addition to social, economic and cultural constraints. 

Pacific Basin Area (PBA) examples will be developed for specific land uses within the eight (8) PBA Major Land Resource Areas (MLRA). Local field office should develop island specific Guidance Documents for review by the Pacific Basin State Resource Conservationist, and eventual inclusion within that office’s FOTG.  The eight MLRA’s for the Pacific Basin area are:

190 - Stratovolcanoes of the Northern Mariana Islands.

191 - High Limestone Plateaus of the Northern Mariana Islands

192 - Volcanic Highlands of the Northern Mariana Islands

193 - Volcanic Highlands of Western Micronesia

194 - Low Limestone Islands of Western Micronesia

195 - Volcanic Islands of Central and Eastern Micronesia

196 - Coral Atolls of Micronesia

197 - Volcanic Islands of American Samoa
