CRP PRACTICE PLANNING GUIDANCE JOBSHEET
CP42, POLLINATOR HABITAT
Planning Requirements
· Review the offer in the field, document resource inventory information and prepare form CPA-52.  An FSA representative will sign block S on form CPA-52 as RFO for all CRP offers.
· Plan Conservation Cover (Code 327) for all enrolled acres.
· Use NC Practice Job Sheets (from the E-FOTG, Section IV) to furnish detailed specifications for establishing the required vegetation, the maintenance requirements, and management specifications based on the offer made to FSA by the participant.
· Consult FSA for any question related to EBI including N1a scoring.  
· ALL Maintenance and Management activities required to meet CRP Program Policy will be included in the Conservation Plan.  Maintenance activities are NOT cost sharable, but should still be included in both the Conservation Plan and Schedule of Operations.   
· Modifications to the Conservation Plan will be completed as instructed in the CRP Modifications and Revisions Guidance document.

Establishment/Cover Requirements
· A minimum of nine (9) species MUST be included in the planting specification.  Only two (2) grasses may be included in the prescribed seeding mix.  At least three (3) species shall have their primary blooming period during each of the following time frames:  Period 1: April 1 – June 15; Period 2: June 15 – July31; Period 3: August 1 – October 31.  Utilize the attached CP42 Planting Specification Worksheet to select an appropriate seeding mix.  

Maintenance Requirements (refer to Par. 427 of 2-CRP):
· Proper maintenance of the required cover for the duration of the contract is the participant’s responsibility.  Cost share assistance is NOT available for maintenance activities outlined in the conservation plan.   
· Control state and federal-listed noxious weeds, undesirable vegetation, insects, rodents, etc. that pose threats to existing cover, or adversely impact other landowners in the area.
· Periodic mowing and mowing for cosmetic purposes is prohibited at all times.  Annual mowing of CRP for generic weed control is prohibited. Beyond the primary nesting season, occasional mowing for control of weeds, insects, or pests is permissible if included in the conservation plan. Participant should consult with FSA concerning allowable mowing prior to officially offering acres for enrollment.  
· Plan applicable CRP maintenance activities under such practice standards as Upland Wildlife Habitat Management (Code 645), Early Successional Habitat Development & Management (Code 647), Firebreak (Code 394), and Prescribed Burning (Code 338) and include them on the Schedule of Operations as NON-COST SHARED PRACTICES.





Minimum Management Requirements (Refer to Par. 428 of 2-CRP)

Mowing should not be planned as a long term management activity.  However, mowing is allowable in the first year (possibly two in some cases) to encourage establishment of desirable species by reducing weed competition when fine fuel loads are inadequate to conduct prescribed burning.  The contract acres must be managed according to one the following alternatives:

Alternative 1: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Complete prescribed burning on at least 50% of the stand between October and March. Complete the first contracted burn during years 1-3 of the contract.  Complete the second contracted burn during years 4-8 of the contract.  Mowing is allowable if it is used to facilitate burning.  It should not be planned as a standalone management activity outside of the establishment phase as described above.  

Alternative 2: 
Complete a light disking of 50% of the contracted acres twice during the duration of the contract.  Complete the first contracted light strip disk during years 1-3 of the contract.  Complete the second contracted light strip disking during years 4-8 of the contract.  Light strip disk following contours across 50% of the stand between February 15th and April 15th.  If cover crop is required, immediately plant a small grain or legume on the disked strips at the rate indicated in the NRCS Upland Wildlife Habitat Management (Code 645) practice’s Appendix 2 – Planting Food Plots and Temporary Cover for Wildlife.  Do not manipulate the cover crop.
*Note – disking is detrimental to the long term health and vigor of native warm season bunch grasses as well as many native forbs.  Disking should ONLY be planned if prescribed burning is prohibited by local ordinance, or is not practical due to extreme hazard to life or property. 


***NOTE: Spot herbicide treatment for hardwood control of entire CRP acreage may be needed during the contract.  If needed, the activity should be planned prior to year 8.

***NOTE: Management activities are eligible for cost share assistance.  Cost share is limited to 50% of eligible cost not to exceed:
· $100 per acre for the life of a 10 year contract
· $125 per acre for the life of a contract in excess of 10 years
