Field Office Technical Guide (FOTG) Notice ND-30 has been transmitted.

The notice adds Conservation Practice Standard 614 - Watering Facility

to the eFOTG.  This standard replaces the Trough and Tank Standard

previously used in North Dakota.

In many offices standard drawings for rubber tire tanks and volume

computation guides for computing storage capacity of tanks were

maintained with the Trough and Tank Standard or in individual

thundrbooks.  These drawings and guides should be retained for future

use.  It is anticipated that this information will soon be incorporated

into the practice design, installation, and documentation guidance

provided in the eFOTG for Watering Facility.  We are having some

difficulty in formatting the standard drawings in a fashion compatible with the 

web site.

Rubber tire tanks installed as detailed in the standard drawings are 

pre-approved and require no additional authorization from me.  Installations

which do not meet the construction details set in the standard plans

must be submitted for my approval prior to installation.  Variances will

not be approved after the installations are complete.
