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Inter-seed legumes into pasture to extend grazing season

Payment = $1.00 for each acre where legumes have been inter-seeded to extend the grazing

season.

The use or inclusion of desirable legume species to aid in providing high quality forage
availability and to extend grazing seasons. The legumes should include native, adapted or
desirable species that provide improvement in pasture production, improve soil quality, or
contribute to improved wildlife habitat. Documentation of improved pasture production either
through pasture condition scoring or other methods should be included in the monitoring
portion of the grazing plan.

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Operation: Inter-seed adapted legume species that will increase pasture condition, improve
forage quality, and extend the grazing season on low-condition grazing units.

Maintenance: Inter-seeded pastures may require subsequent reseedings dependant on the
persistence of the legumes in the mixture and grazing management.

Documentation: Signed certification the practice has been applied and the location of inter-
seeded acres is identified on the plan map. If pasture is monitored using pasture condition
score, also provide a pasture condition score sheet reflecting the level of increase in pasture
condition.
