Clearing


The areas to be excavated or occupied by spoil material shall be cleared of trees, brush or other debris.  Care shall be taken to protect all trees to be saved for environmental purposes.  Cleared debris shall be disposed of as indicated on the plans.


Excavation


Excavation shall be made as indicated by slope stakes and as indicated on the plans.  The excavated areas shall be smooth and construction shall be carried out as not to restrict flow or increase sediment pollution of water.


Spoil


Spoil shall be piled or spread as shown on the plans or marked in the field.


Vegetation


Vegetation shall be established as specified in the plans.
