SUBJECT:  CPA – REVISED NPPH FOR SECTION V. 
 
Purpose: To transmit updates and revisions to the National Planning Procedures Handbook 
(NPPH), Nebraska Supplements NPPH Sections V – Nebraska Conservation Job Sheets, 
Forms and Instructions.  
 
Effective Date: This amendment is effective upon receipt. 
 
Background:  Changes in this amendment: is the replacement of the Nebraska Environmental 
Evaluation Worksheet (NE-CPA-52)  The Nebraska NE-CPA-52 form has been revised and 
updated and must be used to document the Environmental Evaluation (EE) process associated 
with all planning efforts except in the case of EWP where the parallel DSR form is utilized.  
Specifically, the Special Environmental Concerns have now been grouped with the applicable 
Resource Concerns to aid in parallel planning.  The associated Evaluation Procedure Guide 
Sheets have also been updated and Air Quality has been added.  Note that the sections of the 
form after the first signature block have been revised and now requires both signature block to 
be signed even when only Technical Assistance is being provided.  Specifically, a new section 
has been added to the EE which addresses whether the proposed action may involve any of the 
intensity factors for significance or whether the context of the potential impacts are considered 
significant under the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).  Sections “N” and “O” do not 
need to be completed when only technical assistance is provided (e.g. conservation plan 
development). 
 
These changes will be briefly overviewed as part of the Endangered Species and State Species 
of Concern Planning trainings that are being offered in July and will be required for all planners 
to attend to maintain their planning certification and for anyone who fills out a NE-CPA-52 or the 
EWP DSR form.  
 
As is currently required, the Resource Considerations Field Inventory Guide Sheet and the 
Cultural Resources and Endangered and threatened Species Evaluation Procedure Guide 
Sheets must always be attached to the NE-CPA-52.  Any additional guide sheets, assistance, 
notes, etc. should be attached as pertinent for supporting data. 
 
The national version of the NRCS-CPA-52 form has likewise been revised and updated to 
incorporate changes and was just issued with National Bulletin 190_9_13.  We will use the NE-
CPA-52 version in Nebraska that has had the Special Environmental Concerns removed that 
are not applicable in Nebraska and the Evaluation Procedure Guide Sheets customized for 
Nebraska applications.
