Operation and Maintenance Items
The trails or walkways and associated practices shall be inspected annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.

The level of repairs needed to maintain the effectiveness and useful life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Periodic grading or re-shaping trails or walkways to maintain the designed grade and dimensions,

· Periodic addition of surfacing materials where used,

· Re-seeding of areas in which the vegetation has been damaged or destroyed, and/or

· Mending fences and replacement of gates.

Manure accumulations shall be removed periodically according to the intended use of the trails or walkways and according to the Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan, where appropriate.

In the case of multiple adjacent vegetated walkways where there is rotation of walkways to allow for recovery of vegetation and for improvement of traffic supporting conditions, the following rotation schedule and other O&M activities shall be performed:
