	Conservation Cover-Pollinator Standard Management

	Seeding clovers, alfalfa, and other low cost flowering plants to improve heath of managed honey bees and increase numbers of native bumble bees in the landscape.  Typical size 3-5 acres+

	Conservation Cover-Pollinator Intensive Management

	Frost seeding of native perennial flowering plants with especially high quality pollen and nectar. Increased cost is due to expensive seed and additional site preparation and weed control the first year after seeding. Typical size ¼ to ½ acre.
